INTRODUCTION

This Report summarises the activities of the Welsh Orienteering Association during 2009. It takes the form of short reports from the officers of the Association and is presented at the Annual General Meeting for approval.

CHAIRMAN'S REPORT

2009 has been another busy and successful year for Welsh Orienteering. Anne May and David Pal stepped into the gaps left by Peter and Jane Seward and both have settled in well. On the performance front Rhodri Buffet, Kris Jones, Anwen Darlington and Helen Palmer have all represented Great Britain during the year while Sarah Bayliss represented GB in Mountain Bike Orienteering and Alice Bedwell won a bronze medal at the World Masters in W45 in Australia. The Junior Squad had its best result ever at the Junior Inter Regional event coming 4th out of 12 regions and SBOC reached the final of the Compass Sport Trophy and did superbly well to come  third.  Congratulations to them all and to the coaches who have helped them reach such high standards.

On the events front the Welsh Championships had to be postponed due to snow in March and eventually went ahead in better weather in October. Well done to the SWOC team for organising the whole thing twice but also for hosting a very successful Harvester Relay in the meantime! Eryri hosted a very successful JHI on Anglesey. Planning for Croeso 2012 in and around Aberystwyth is well under way under the very capable leadership of Dave Brodie. 

Anwen Darlington won the Welsh Orienteer of the year Award for her outstanding performances while Roger Stein became the Volunteer of the Year. Roger richly deserved this award as he has shown exceptional commitment over many years to both SBOC and the WOA. He is currently SBOC’s secretary and magazine editor and WOA’s webmaster and still finds time to orienteer and I’m sure many of you will have enjoyed reading articles about his orienteering trips abroad.

Four WOA members qualified as level 1coaches under the new United Kingdom Coaching Certificate framework and have been busy coaching within their clubs. Several more people have expressed interest and more courses are being planned for next year. British Orienteering is urging clubs to provide more coaching across all age groups so it is good to see the newly qualified people already putting on club sessions. Coaches are the people who, in the main, bring in the newcomers to the sport and having regular coaching activities helps new members to feel part of the club as well as developing their orienteering skills. 

David May has put on planners’ courses, which have been well attended, for 3 of the 4 clubs with Eryri hoping to have a course in 2010. It is good to see clubs providing training for their members and encouraging some new people to start planning events.

This year has seen a lot of orienteering activity within schools. The schools liaison report is impressive and shows that most clubs are working with the 5x60, Dragon Sport and Local Authority Sports Development Officers to provide local orienteering opportunities. Many teachers have now been trained to introduce orienteering through fun activities on their school sites. Developing good school/club links are essential first steps but the real success lies in converting some of these youngsters and their families into club members. Clubs need to think carefully about innovative ways to encourage these youngsters into the clubs.

All the other Home Country Sports Councils support orienteering development by funding regional development officers. Wales has been the poor relation, so much time and effort this year went into writing a new strategic plan and application to the Sports Council for Wales for development funding.  The original, ambitious application - having seen what funding Northern Ireland was getting made us think it was worth a try, was turned down and a more modest one submitted at the end of the December. Clubs themselves have been very successful in accessing grant funding from various sources to purchase SI kit and fund mapping. 

Brian Hughes hosted the first all Wales fixtures meeting to help clubs co-ordinate fixtures and plan a cohesive programme of events across the principality including fitting in Wales’ responsibilities in hosting the Home Internationals. Hopefully this will mean that less time needs to be spent discussing fixtures issues at the WOA meetings and consequently shorten the WOA meetings. 

Sports governing bodies are increasingly being expected to deliver the Government’s targets on active lifestyles and physical activity in return for funding. The small amount of funding we do receive annually is ring fenced and ways in which it is to be spent dictated by the sports council but can be changed without warning. The Sports Council for Wales sees club membership as the key performance indicator so if we are to continue to receive any funding at all we must make every effort to attract more members into our clubs. It is pleasing this year to see that the WOA membership figures have shown a 7% rise in 2009. 

Lastly, I would like to thank all the WOA officers for giving of their time so generously to make orienteering run smoothly within Wales, but also to thank all those within the clubs who have been putting in much effort so that we can all enjoy plenty of good orienteering without having to travel too far.

3.2.1
The main reasons that organisations need reserves are –

· To fund expenditure pending the receipt of income (e.g. debtors, stocks, temporary loans, cash flow, etc)

· To meet unavoidable unbudgeted expenditure and/or loss of budgeted income

In determining what might be an adequate and prudent level of reserves, WOA adopted the yardstick common to a number of voluntary organisations that the minimum level of reserves ought to be at least 25% of its annual turnover, plus a further 35% to provide the facility to make temporary loans to the organisers of major events in Wales pending the receipt of income.

Development Fund

3.3.1
The Development Fund was established in 2008 from the proceeds of CROESO 2008 to provide money for development purposes, including grants to clubs and members.

Self-Sufficiency

3.4.1
The other principle agreed was that the Association must be self-sufficient if it is to continue to remain a viable organisation.  In other words it must contain its expenditure within its income each year.

Budgetary Control

3.5.1
Budgets are controlled during the year to ensure that they are not exceeded without prior authority with regular monitoring reports submitted to the Committee.  Where possible individual budgets are delegated to specific officers to manage.

Conclusion

3.6.1
The current financial situation is sound and will enable the Association‘s activities to be maintained over the next four years.  However, at the end of that period a further infusion of income will be required from one or more major events if the Association is to maintain the position.

COACHING OFFICER'S REPORT
2009 was another very active year for the Welsh Junior Squad with some 24 days of activities – training or competition – over the year. Highlights include

· A successful fundraising Score event held as part of the 0007 May weekend in the Forest of Dean

· A hugely enjoyable and beneficial training camp in Norway running in some of the best and most difficult terrain anywhere in the world.

· Our best ever result in the Junior Inter-Regional Championships – 4th overall out of 12 regions. A magnificent performance given that we are one of the very smallest regions in the British Orienteering Federation – one that will be very hard to match or improve, but we are certainly going to try! 

A coaching course was held early in the year in the Forest of Dean with participants form SBOC, SWOC and POW. This has helped support a noticeable increase in coaching activity at a club level, but there remains much to be done to make coaching a routine part of what clubs do - just like any other sports club!  Thanks to hard work from the likes of Robert Griffiths and Helena Burrows and others, funding help has been obtained for further Coaching courses during 2010, so it is to be hoped that we will see an increase in active qualified Coaches within Wales.  If anybody is interested in getting involved in coaching and wants to know more please contact me – contact details in Ydraig.

Controllers
The recent BOF AGM vote to change the current 3-level event structure to a new 4-level one with effect from 1st January 2011 is likely to impact on WOA fixtures with, it is assumed, new level 2 and level 3 events requiring Grade 2 and Grade 3 controllers.

No new controlling appointments were made in the last 12 months however, but courses at both grades 2 and 3 are planned for this year and we hope to be able to appoint new controllers as a result.

SCHOOLS LIAISON OFFICER’S REPORT
By now, almost every school in all 6 North Wales counties has been mapped. Most of this work has been paid for by PESS. (PE and School Sport).  Courses are being run by PESS in every county to promote the new The Outdoor Learning Cards, which were introduced in Wales last year. The original TOP Outdoor Cards in England were produced by Glyn Roberts (POTOC) The pack of colourful cards provide lesson plans for Team Building; Bouldering; Journeying and Orienteering. In order to do the orienteering part of this pack the schools need maps, many schools are also asking for additional orienteering courses (TO1).

Teachers are eager to see the youngters progress from their school grounds and to gain experience on other sites. There are a number of qualified coaches (L2CCO) who are not active club members, who are using their coaching skills to ensure that orienteering is taught well at schools and outdoor centres where they work. Nant BH (Conwy’s Outdoor Centre) and Glanllyn (Urdd) both offer orienteering as a regular activity.

Both the Outdoor Activity Development Officers appointed by the Urdd last year are L2CCO coaches and regularly take schools to Permanent Orienteering sites to further their skills.

As can be seen from the long list below there has been a great deal of orienteering activity in schools in Wales in 2009, this has boosted participation figures but it will take time and effort to turn these participation figures into club members. 

Clubs need to work out the best way of tapping into and building on the ground work that is being done for them in schools through PESS; 5x60& Outdoor Centres. PESS has invested a great deal of time and money into orienteering in Wales and unless we develop school-club links quickly we risk losing their support for our sport. The people that fund these projects –WAG and Welsh Sports Council expect the clubs to do their bit in attracting new members.

The Margam Field Study Centre has recently been redeveloped and attracts schools from neighbouring counties as well as Neath Port Talbot together with scout and guide groups.  Three permanent courses have been established with introductory packs available at the centre. 

In Swansea , 6 POCs set up in 2007/2008 with funding from the Council, have been published on the Council’s website during the winter of 2009/2010. 

 A further 6 POCs are currently being set up in local parks and these will be used, along with the first 6 areas, by Council Park Rangers and Outdoor Activity Providers when organising activities at each site.  Schools and Scout & Guide groups have also been advised of their existence.
