Who do we want to attract and how will we do it?
Families:


Food & drink – promotes social side


Good details of what to bring/wear/expect


Advertise on school/leisure centre/other club notice boards


Arrange taster sessions with like minded organistions eg scouts, other sports clubs


Come & Try It events at places where families already go (easy to find and with car park)


Offer events timed to link in with orienteering work being done in schools



Put on regular low key easy events/activities – easy to organise

Target home educated groups – contact them through internet network

Better publicity of permanent orienteering courses where they are sited ie poster/board saying there is a POC on site. Make sure club contact details are on the POC maps

POC maps available to download from website – can be done from some council and forestry commission websites but may be an licencing issue if available on club website.

How can we raise the profile of Orienteering at events and activities?
· Come and try it banner to put up at entrance – include advance advertising of time/date

· Club flag

· Portable noticeboard – pictures, news, recent & future events

· Fliers /business cards to hand out at every event/activity with club website & contact details
· Easily identified helper -“Ask me” bibs

· On the day results or on the club website that night

· Copies of recent club newsletter at events/activities

· Posters/fliers for forthcoming events available to give out

· Pens & stickers for newcomers

They’ve been to one event/activity how can we make sure they keep on coming?
· Get their email address and contact details

· Email/phone them them before the next event/activity

· Ask them how they got on

· Ask me bibs for helpers

· Give them a buddy who will contact them before the next event/activity

· Offer introductory training before the event (in the hour before the start)

· Pub of the night or cafe of the day – where people can gather to chat/socialise

· Flyers of future events available

· Use SI so they get printout of their split times

· Get results on the website promptly – with next event details on results sheet

· Publicise benefits of BO membership – discount at every event

· Run a league with a certain number of events to count to final score

· Stickers/awards/pens to give out
