16. South Central Area:  Ian has continuing involvement with schools and NF with coaching, the suggestion that clubs put on events following schools coaching. 

4.  Report of the Treasurer  

a. Actual to 30 April 2012 (attached)

b.    Subscriptions & Levies 2013 (attached)

Discussion: should WOA keep the current structure for membership or go to simple senior/junior? Should cost per person be nearer £2.50 and 80 p levy or £6.25 and levy lower, 40p. BH thinks that we should encourage families. BH feels participants in events should pay (i.e. larger levy and smaller membership fee). DP feels that clubs then would feel they need to provide full service – premarked maps, splits etc. PR agrees. RG: we are judged on numbers of members. DJM: perhaps there should be an option 6 – have no WOA membership fee and increase levy. If so, levy would be about £1.10/£1.20, total income needs to be about £2,500, however generated. Another option: keep senior/junior and family as now but ½ the sub and double the levy. It was agreed that participation gives a more real picture of the sport. (NC: in England participation nos are required by Sport England, in Scotland and Wales it is membership nos).
Conclusion from meeting: Add Option 6. Recommendation from WOA Committee is that WOA follows BOF’s simplified structure of Senior/Junior and that Option 4 is the preferred option. 

Constitution will need to be changed following agreement. 

ACTION: People present are to take it back to their clubs and AM will circulate JB’s proposal to Club Secs & Chairs for action by end June 2012.

b. Cross Border Levies (attached)
DISCUSSION: Where area is in one country and a club from the other maps and puts on the events. BH commented that he, as WOA Fixtures Secretary, cannot register BOK event for CROESO or DEE for a Welsh site. 
JB’s proposal was discussed. It was decided that when an event is held in an adjoining region, the two regions should negotiate on the distribution of the levy. WOA cannot automatically demand levies from another association. Every situation is different. JB’s proposal was agreed with the following caveat: it is up to the clubs involved in each case to come up with a solution acceptable to both sides, prior to the event.

ACTION: AM to inform JB of decision.
NC apologised that he had to leave the meeting at this stage. His contribution to the meetings was welcomed.

9. Report from Junior Squad Manager -  traditionally WOA has provided finance for juniors and 4 have already be offered 1/3 of costs from WOA. Other juniors have been  chosen for camps in Cairngorm and Lagganlia. MS recommends that these juniors apply to JB for support. Committee agrees.

MS also reported that there was a very successful training day for Vet Squad, in preparation for the VHI in June.

10. Report from Schools Liaison officer – none updated from AGM
11. Fixtures

a. Croeso 2012 update – met on 26/5/12 minutes available to officials on Croeso website.
b. Controllers for Welsh Champs 2/3 March 2013. Controllers have been appointed.
c. JHI 2013 – MS is on the case.
d. JK 2014 -  BH has heard nothing about it yet. Reason: areas are not firmed up yet, but a lot of work has already been done. DM: Helen Errington is co-ordinator until BOF appoints a paid co-ordinator. Areas: Mark Saunders and Phil Jenkins have been looking into areas. MS: a no of possibilities for the sprint (Swansea Uni. & Singleton park, in principle PJ has draft permission for the Uni.). Uni of Glamorgan in principle agreed as an alternative. Individual areas: PJ is pursuing the possibility of Crybath, next to area above Dan yr Ogof (a new area): good for Elite middle and M21L. Pen Rhiw Wen also possible, and extend it. Mynedd Y Glog proposed by PR. MS to go this week to check it out. NFerrand has requested permission in principle for Merthyr Common and Llangenydyr, Glydach and Pwll Ddu. SBOC had suggested Margam Park, but officials do not want orienteering there on Bank Holiday.
e. Junior Inter-club competition proposal. BH: will also the be Yvette Baker round. Hafod on 4th Nov. Level C event. MS has agreed to be controller. Approved.

f. BOC 2018? - SOA have agreed to do 2018 and WOA are pencilled in for 2021 with assistance from EMOA, who have no suitable terrain.  2021 will be a year after Croeso, but perhaps 2022 would be a better year for WOA. DM: debate over where BOC will be held. It is to be discussed by BOF. Levy? No need to discuss at this stage.
g. VHI 2014 in Lakes?? – POW made the offer, but a proposal by Campbells in Lake District. BH recommends we go with the Campbells proposal. RG, on behalf of POW, and DP agree. BH: there is a date fixed in the BOF calendar, may not suit the Campbells plan.

SUBSCRIPTIONS & LEVIES 2013

REPORT OF THE TREASURER

1. 
INTRODUCTION

1.1
In the light of British Orienteering (BOF)’s decision at its Annual General Meeting (AGM) 
last month to simplify its subscription and levy structure, the AGM of the Welsh 
Orienteering Association (WOA), which is being held immediately prior to this meeting, is 
being recommended to approve the following resolution – 


“That the Executive Committee be authorised to consider and, if agreed following 
consultation with the Welsh Clubs, implement a simplified structure for WOA’s 
subscriptions and levies from 1 January 2013, subject to the income raised being no more 
than is raised through the current structure.

1.2 
This report examines a simplified structure for WOA’s subscriptions and levies for 
implementation on 1 January 2013 as authorised by the AGM on 27 May 2012 (assuming 
that it is authorised).
2.
SUBSCRIPTIONS

2.1
BOF subscriptions in the current year are –

On 1 January 2013 family and student membership will no longer exist and the subscriptions 
will just be - 
· Seniors - £5.00

· Juniors - £2.00

2.3
WOA’s subscriptions, which were last increased on 1 January 2012 by an average of 7.1% - the first increase for 3 years -  are currently as follows –

· Group - £13.50

· Family - £11.80

· Senior - £9.00

· Student/Junior - £4.50

2.4
This means as things currently stand that WOA’s subscriptions will in the future exceed 
BOF’s so this is a good opportunity to review the structure of our subscriptions.  (There may 
be an issue as to whether the BOF membership system will be able to cope with collecting 
clubs’ family and student subscriptions if they were to be continued.  I have posed the 
question to BOF but have not yet received a reply.) 

2.5
WOA’s membership at 2 March 2012 totalled 307 individuals made up as follows –

Thus at that date there were 221 seniors and 86 juniors paying a total of £1597 in WOA subscriptions the current year. (Note that the budget assumes income of £1500 in 2012.)  If we were to follow BOF’s lead and just have two categories of membership, WOA subscriptions would need to be seniors £6.25 and juniors £2.50 (assuming the same relativity as BOF) to raise the same amount of income as the current structure.
2.7
If the Committee wished to raise less money from subscriptions then they could be reduced accordingly.  For example, if WOA’s subscriptions were to be the same as BOF’s, i.e, £5/£2, we would raise £1320 in a year, a shortfall of £277 which could probably be absorbed within the overall budget.  However, whilst seniors and juniors would pay lower subscriptions, students and families with two adults and children would pay higher subscriptions.

2.8
On the other hand if, for example, WOA’s subscriptions were to be half of BOF’s, i.e £2.50/£1.00, all the membership categories would pay reduced subscriptions but we would only raise £660 in year, a shortfall of £937.  However, some or all of this could be made up by charging a higher levy but this might mean higher entry fees, particularly for level D events (see paragraph 3.4 below).  It could be argued that members should benefit by a reduction in WOA subscriptions now that we no longer publish regular editions of Y Ddraig.   

2.9
The current membership categories are set out in the Constitution so any changes will require it to be amended and this can only be done at an AGM.   Group subscriptions could remain at the current level of £13.50 if the Committee wished.

2.10
I should point out that, apart from the ex-pats, individuals are not direct members of WOA.  They join a Welsh club and are thereby automatically members of WOA.  The subscriptions set out in this report are largely used as a means of calculating the lump sum fee payable each year by the club to WOA.  In theory the lump sum fee is just one of a number of expenditure items that the club takes into account in determining its subscriptions for the coming year.  The club is not required to include the specific WOA subscription in the subscription paid by its members but I suspect that in practice all the clubs do so.    

3.
LEVIES
3.1
BOF levies in the current year are –

· Up to 65 participants - Nil

· 66 to 21 participants - £2.20

· 211+ participants - £3.60

with three juniors counting as one participant.

3.2
As from 1 January 2013 BOF will charge 
a £1 senior levy (with three juniors counting as one 
senior) on all events. Clearly this is a much simpler basis than the present structure but will 
result in increased levies on events with less than 120 participants and reduced levies on 
events with more than 120 participants.

3.3 
WOA’s levies have not been increased since 2009.  The structure is far from simple as can be 
seen from the following - 

· Level A - £1.05 seniors, 40p juniors.  For accompanying colour coded courses 50p 
seniors and 20p juniors. 
· Level B - 70p seniors, 20p juniors.

· Level C - 50p seniors, 20p juniors.

· Level D - £6.00 per event
3.2
Appendix 1 sets out the actual events in 2011 which raised £871 in levies.  As can be seen, 
if we had applied the same structure as BOF and charged a 40p senior levy (with three 
juniors 
counting as one senior) for all events we would have raised £904, £33 more.  Three 
clubs would have been £14, £20 and £25 worse off and one club would have been £26 
better off in the year but if they had known in advance they could have charged higher or 
lower entry fees to offset the additional or reduced cost.  

3.3
The break-even point at a 40p levy for a level D event is 15 – below that number of 
participants the club saves money, above that number it costs more.  For all the other level 
events, clubs save money.   (Note – to have raised the same amount of money as in 2011, i.e. 
£871, would have meant a levy of 38.5p per senior.)
3.4
If WOA’s subscriptions were to be £2.50/£1 and it was decided that the shortfall in income 
should be made up by increasing the levy (see paragraph 2.8 above) then the 40p referred 
to in this report would need to increase to 80p.

4.
CONCLUSIONS
4.1
My view is that we should take this opportunity to simplify our subscriptions and levies  
along the lines set out in this report.  There are clearly any number of options some of which 
are summarised below –

I also think that there is considerable merit in following BOF’s lead and reducing  
subscriptions and increasing the levy, particularly as per options 4 or 5.  However, we need 
to consult the clubs and see what they think before reaching a final conclusion, although I 
suspect that they might welcome some indication of the Committee’s thinking.  The clubs 
will need to know what the 2013 subscriptions are going to be by , say, the end of July so 
that they can take them into account in determining their subscriptions in time to notify 
BOF, which usually has to be done by the beginning of September.  Whilst the decision on 
the levy could be left until later, I see the two as a package and I think that they should both 
be determined 
at the same time, especially as organisers of events in 2013 do need to know 
in good time how much the levy will be.

4.3
I suggest that, subject to the Committee’s comments, we ask the clubs for their comments 
by 30 June on this report and the various options set out therein.  The Executive Committee 
will then need to meet in person or via e-mail by, say, 31 July to consider the clubs’ 
comments and decide what to do, the outcome of which would need to be notified to the 
clubs to enable them to determine their 2013 subscriptions by 31 August.  If the Committee 
decides to change the subscriptions and levies structure, the previous resolution “that 
subscriptions and levies remain at the current level for 2013” should be rescinded. 

4.4
The average Welsh club member is probably not that concerned as to how much of what 
he/she 
pays in subscriptions goes to BOF, WOA or his/her club.  Their main concern is what 
is the total cost and how does it compare with the previous year.  As a consequence of BOF’s 
decision to reduce its subscriptions the total cost will be reduced significantly for most 
members next year and it could be even lower if one of options 2 to 5 were to be adopted.

Recommendation
5.1
That, subject to the Committee’s comments, the clubs be asked for their views by 30 
June on the proposals in this report.

CROSS BORDER LEVIES

REPORT OF THE TREASURER

1.1 The NWOA Treasurer recently contacted me and said that quite some years ago he had agreed with my predecessor, Nial Meredith, and the WMOA that where a club organises an event in an adjoining region, the two regions would each charge 50% of its normal levy.

1.2 This is not something that I was aware of and I have always charged DEE, who put on a couple of small events in North Wales most years, the full levy which they have paid without any complaint.  This was probably because the NWOA levy only applied to badge events but it was changed last year to 10% of the BOF levy and is being reviewed for 2013 in the light of the new BOF levy structure.

1.3 I charged BOK, who organised the Harvesters in 2009 at Merthyr Common, the full levy and I seem to recall that we received a contribution based on the full levy when the JK Relay was organised some time ago in South Wales.  However, we did have a disagreement after that with SWOA when they insisted that WOA was not entitled to charge a levy on an event organised by one of their clubs on an area, the bulk of which was in Wales.

1.4  Clearly the position is not clear cut and I think that it would be in everyone’s interest to have a clear agreement for the future.  I have no objection to reverting to the “original” agreement, which seems fair and recognises that one region is providing the area, the other the manpower – and you cannot put on an event without both!

1.5 Recommendation:  That as a general rule it is agreed that where a club organises an event in an adjoining region, the two regions will each charge 50% of its normal levy.
